
On behalf of the project team, Dr. Iryna Berezovska is pleased to introduce the Nursing Informatics project. The project is supported through the Alumni Small Grant Program funded by the US government. 

The purpose of our project is to decrease the gap between actual need for nurses and other healthcare practitioners proficient in Nursing Informatics (NI) who currently enter healthcare industry and the actual state of NI education by introducing real life nursing scenarios and “Doctor Eleks” Hospital Information System (DE-HIS) into NI teaching practice. The project involves training sessions for students, NI teachers and healthcare practitioners.
A 2 day workshop will be conducted in March, 2018 in Lviv (Ukraine). Tentative dates are 22-23 March, 2018 (the program is planned to include a few lectures and diverse training sessions). We invite you to share your ideas regarding keynote lectures and demonstrations you could deliver at the workshop. 

The workshop focuses on:
– overview of the current models of nursing education worldwide
– building blocks of nursing informatics curriculum
– best practices in teaching nursing informatics
– how to use DE-HIS or other HIS software in teaching students or training practitioners
– telemedicine demonstrations

Additionally, a contest on writing health consumer leaflets will be carried out. Under the contest, nursing students and healthcare practitioners are encouraged to develop and submit health consumer leaflets. Online voting via the project website will allow selecting four best leaflets which will be published and distributed.
